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PROJECT GOAL AND NEED  
Itasca-Mantrap Cooperative Electrical Association (Itasca-Mantrap) is an electric service provider in Hubbard County, 
Minnesota. Because this area has seen unprecedented growth in demand for electricity in the recent years, Itasca-Mantrap is 
planning to build a new substation to meet increasing electrical needs. Great River Energy (GRE), a generation and 
transmission cooperative that supplies wholesale power to Itasca-Mantrap and 27 other distribution cooperatives in Minnesota 
and Wisconsin, is proposing to construct approximately 2.8 miles of overhead 115 kV transmission line from the new 
Shingobee substation to the tap of the existing Minnesota Power (MP) 115 kV transmission line.  
 
SUBSTATION AND TRANSMISSION LINE  

Itasca-Mantrap’s new 115 kV substation will be located in 
the NE1/4, SE1/4, Section 22, T141N, R32W (see photo, 
right). 
GRE’s new 115 kV GRE transmission line will initially tap 
from the MP 115 kV transmission line on the north side of 
County Road (CR) 49.  The line will follow on the 
southeast side of CR 49 for a short distance to the 
northeast.  The line will then run east cross-country for 
approximately 0.5 miles, then turn north to Hwy 12. The 
line will parallel Hwy 12 for approximately 0.25 miles, 
utilizing the existing MP distribution line corridor (the 
distribution line will be relocated on the new transmission 
structures – see photo, left).  The line will then turn north 
and then east along property boundaries to 315th Avenue. 
The line will proceed north along 315th Avenue, where 
GRE will underbuild the existing Itasca-Mantrap 
distribution line on the new transmission structures.  The 
line will terminate at the proposed Itasca-Mantrap 
substation in the NW corner of Horseshoe Road and 
State Highway 34.  
 

FUTURE PLANS 
It is possible that future upgrades, to improve the electrical system in the area, may dictate us extending the line from our initial 
tap location to the MP Akeley Substation.   
 

  SCHEDULE  
Permitting activities will begin during the winter of 2007. Right of way acquisition will begin in spring 2008.  Transmission line 
construction will begin summer 2008, with completion scheduled for October 2008.
